] 4. FORALL SCULPTURES: Verify you have accounted for adjustments to the footing depth based on your
choice of safety surfacing material. Footing depth must be adjusted to compensate for the depth/thickness
requirements of the selected safety surfacing (see diagrams below). Layout drawings show the uninstalled
dimensions of the component.

[] 5. Verify that you have installed any required footings prior to the arrival of your sculptures. Please note,
footings should be allowed to cure for a minimum of 7 days.

Important Safety Note:

Please install and maintain adequate protective surfacing under and around your equipment.
Never let children play on the equipment before protective surfacing is installed. Please consult
ASTM F1487 for more information.
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Sculpture Installation:

2. Make sure that the lifting studs are securely threaded.
3. Attach the lift to the lifting studs located on the top of the piece using the (2) 5' chains and quick links.

4. Lift the sculpture using an appropriate reach forklift or crane taking care to equalize the load on chains. If using a crane be
sure to overcompensate lift capacity (reference to a lift range diagram recommended).

5. Set the piece in place on the footing. Verify all use zones as defined by ASTM 1487 before drilling anchor holes.

6. Drill through the holes in the mounting brackets with a 3/4" x 10" hammer drill bit to a minimum depth of 7-1/2",
clean holes with compressed air and brush.

7. Install the 3/4" x 8-1/2" stainless steel wedge anchors and tighten.

8. Remove the Lifting Studs and install the Pick Point Plugs using the included silicone. Apply a bead of silicone around the
perimeter of the provided plugs, approximately 3/4" below the top edge to avoid excess silicone bleeding out onto the finished
surface. Insert plug into hole and press firmly until flush with surface. Wipe finished surface clean with a damp rag or towel.

9. Mix the MP grout to a peanut butter consistency and pack the 4" grout joint at the base of the boulder.
(As shown in fig. 1 0on P.4)

10. Install resilient surfacing material in accordance with layout guidelines, and ASTM standards.
